Pastor's Page

DISCIPLESHIP 2.0

Last week’s Pastor’s Page was entitled Discipleship 101. It first of all
highlighted that a disciple is a follower of Jesus Christ. It further
reminded us that faithful disciples embody three essential elements:

Disciples strive daily to LEARN who the person of Jesus is. He is not
just a nice story or a fictional character. He is a real person who
want to be in a real relationship with each person.

Our response to learning who Jesus is (i.e. Almighty God incarnate who
loved us so much as to submit Himself to the most brutal tortures,
culminating with His death on the cross for our salvation) is faith manifest
by LIVING as Jesus lived. Jesus is our RISEN LORD!

The impact of our living as faithful disciples of Jesus Christ is that
we LEAD others to Jesus as follows: “Preach the Good News always;
use words only when necessary.”

There was a beautiful moment this week at daily Mass with our RE
students. We were especially discussing WHO JESUS IS as described
above. I then asked the children, “Who did Jesus die for?” In unison, they
all responded, “Us.” After several repetitions, the children finally
responded, “Me.” They got the point. The follow up question was, “Who is
Jesus’ disciple?” Again, they responded, “Me.” The point was driven
home.

The most interesting thing is how the tone of the children’s voices changed
as their response shifted from “us” to “me.” They really did get it.

This week I invite you to reflect on your own personal relationship with
Jesus as LORD and SAVIOR.
